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FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR 

LLENTENT I ISS A J A JOURNEYOURNEY  
 When you go on vacation you have to make 
certain preparations.  You pack your bags, lock up 
the house, then get in the car with the troubling 
thought that just maybe you have forgotten some-
thing, but for the life of you, you cannot think of 
what it is.  Going on a trip can cause some anxiety.  
The public ministry of Jesus was like a journey.  In 
the Gospel of today’s Mass from St. Mark Our Lord 
took a trip that caused Him a good deal of anxiety. 
 “The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert, 
and He remained in the desert for forty days, tempted 
by Satan.  He was among wild beasts, and the angels 
ministered to Him.”  Throughout 
the time after His Baptism in the 
Jordan when He began to preach 
the kingdom of God and to gather 
disciples around Himself Jesus 
was on a journey along a road 
mapped out by His Heavenly Fa-
ther which would lead Him up to 
the Holy City, Jerusalem.  There 
He would fulfill the purpose of 
His coming among us through His 
death and resurrection.  Every-
thing in the life of the Christ led 
to the cross.  Jesus was getting 
ready for His journey to Calvary 
from the very moment of His conception in Mary’s 
womb.  But He concluded His immediate preparation 
during those forty days in the desert as told by St. 
Mark.  Today is the First Sunday of Lent.  Lent is a 
journey.  And like the journey of Our Lord in the de-
sert, the season of Lent lasts for forty days. 
 The great event of the death and resurrection 
of Jesus the Christ is known as His Paschal Mystery.  
We know the meaning of this event from our Eucha-
ristic Acclamations at Mass when we proclaim to the 
Lord Jesus:  “By dying You destroyed our death, by 
rising You restored our life,” and “By Your cross and 
resurrection You have set us free; You are the Savior 
of the world.”   The first great sacrament of Lent is 
Baptism which is our initial sharing in the Paschal 
Mystery.  This Sunday in the second reading from the 
first letter of St. Peter we are told that salvation 
comes to us in a baptismal bath kind of like the flood 

at the time of Noah.  “Christ suffered for sins once, 
the righteous for the sake of the unrighteous, that He 
might lead you to God.  Put to death in the flesh, He 
was brought to life in the Spirit.  In it He also went to 
preach to the spirits in prison, who had once been dis-
obedient while God patiently waited in the days of 
Noah during the building of the ark, in which a few 
persons, eight in all, were saved through water.  This 
prefigured Baptism, which saves you now.” 
 The land, so to speak, died in the flood and 
was buried beneath its waters.  But when the waters 
receded a new life blossomed, and God established a 

covenant of love with His people.  
In the waters of Baptism we die as 
a sinful people.  Then we rise to a 
new life in the Christ and we enter 
into the new and eternal covenant 
with God His Father.  Baptism is a 
living out of that first acclamation:  
“By dying You destroyed our 
death, by rising You restored our 
life.” 
 Because in our weakness 
we fail to keep a perfect covenant 
with the Father after our Baptism, 
we have another way of coming 
into contact with the saving death 

and resurrection of the Son, and that is the Sacrament 
of Penance, the second great sacrament of Lent.  Pen-
ance is a living out of that second Eucharistic Accla-
mation: “By Your cross and resurrection You have 
set us free; You are the Savior of the world.” 
 That reading from St. Peter reminds us today 
that “Christ died for sins once and for all, a just man 
for the sake of the unjust, so that He might lead us to 
God.”  Lent is a time to get our bags packed for the 
journey toward the fulfillment of our existence on 
this earth.  For the life of us we must not forget the 
map.  We must keep our eyes fixed on Jesus the 
Christ as the Church presents Him to us in the Lenten 
Scriptures.  Jesus is a living map for us, leading us 
through the sacramental experiences of His Paschal 
Mystery to our own personal salvation.

—Those who have already been anointed, but suffer 
from a different illness, or the same illness grows 
worse. 
—Those who are to undergo surgery because of se-
rious illness. 
—Small children who are seriously ill and have suffi-
cient reason to understand and respond to the sac-
rament with faith. 
 Immediately after the Mass and Anointing of 
the Sick  there will be light refreshments served in 
the hall by the women of the Altar & Rosary Sodality.
