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APRIL IS CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION MONTH
Child abuse is a serious social and public health issue. More than one mil-
lion children are abused each year in the United States. In lllinois, last year 97,441
children were reported as abused or neglected.

What is child abuse?

Physical abuse—includes
beating, burning or punching a
child.

Emotional abuse—may
involve criticizing, insulting, re-
jecting or withholding love from a
child.

Sexual abuse—includes
rape, touch/fondling or involving
a child in pornography.

Neglect—includes failure
to provide for a child’s basic
physical, emotional or educa-
tional needs. Leaving a young
child home alone or failing to pro-
vide needed medical care may be
considered neglect.

Who abuses children?

Most often the abuser is
someone the child knows, such
as a parent, neighbor or relative.
Where does it happen?

Child abuse usually hap-
pens in the child’s home. Some-
times it happens in other set-

tings, such as a child care center.

Isn’t child abuse rare?

Each year, close to 3 mil-
lion reports of suspected abuse
are found in the United States.
Last year, 97,441 children were
reported as abused or neglected
in lllinois. Many more cases may
never even get reported. Over
5,000 children were taken into
protective custody. Additionally,
50 children died as a result of
abuse or neglect. One victim of
child abuse is one too many.

MAKE CHILDREN A PRIORITY

If you are a parent, begin
today by being a better parent
(and help your family, friends,
and neighbors be better parents.)
-Show your children that you love
them. This gives them a sense of
security, belonging and support.
Catch them being good and give
them lots of praise.
—-Really listen. Give your children
your undivided attention when
they are talking—be patient and
remember that children move at
a different pace when they tell a
story about their day.
-Spend time with your children.
Find some special time for each
of your children. Play with them,
talk with them, and read with
them.
