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FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR 

SSOO T THENHEN T THEHE L LORDORD J JESUSESUS, A, AFTERFTER H HEE S SPOKEPOKE T TOO T THEMHEM, W, WASAS T TAKENAKEN U UPP  
 On this Feast of the Ascension of Our Lord 
the actual event was described by St. Mark in the 
Gospel.  “So then the Lord Jesus, after He spoke to 
them, was taken up into heaven and took His seat at 
the right hand of God.  But they (the apostles) went 
forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord 
worked with them and confirmed the word through 
accompanying signs.”  After Jesus the Christ had as-
cended into heaven, His disciples returned to Jerusa-
lem and went to the upstairs room where they were 
staying.  They devoted themselves to constant prayer 
together with Mary the Mother of 
Jesus.  Their period of prayerful 
hiding ended with the sending of 
God the Holy Spirit on Pentecost, a 
feast that is celebrated next week-
end. 
 To understand the work of 
the Holy Spirit, we look to the 
Mass, and in particular to the Sec-
ond Eucharistic Prayer, an excellent 
brief expression of our faith.  The 
second and shortest of the four Eu-
charistic Prayers goes back almost 
eighteen centuries.  It singles out 
three activities of the Holy Spirit.  In the preface of 
the prayer we give thanks and praise to God the Fa-
ther because “by the power of the Holy Spirit He 
(Christ) took flesh and was born of the Virgin Mary.  
For our sake He opened His arms on the cross; He 
put an end to death and revealed the resurrection.  In 
this He fulfilled your will and won for you a holy 
people.”  And so the moment of the Incarnation was 
the beginning of our salvation in the Christ.  It was 
the work of the Holy Spirit. 
 Next as the priest holds his hands over the 
bread and wine, he prays to the Father:  “Let Your 
Spirit come upon these gifts to make then holy, so 
that they may become for us the Body and Blood of 
our Lord, Jesus Christ.”  The Sacrament of the Holy 
Eucharist, which renews for us the sacrifice of our 
redemption, is the work of the Holy Spirit.  Then af-
ter the memorial offering the priest says to the Father:  
“May all of us who share in the Body and Blood of 
Christ be brought together in unity by the Holy 
Spirit.”  The unity of the Church through the Holy 

Eucharist is the work of the Holy Spirit. 
 What the Holy Spirit does is to exercise His 
power over the Body of Christ in its tri-dimensional 
reality: the physical body of Christ born of the Virgin 
Mary, the Eucharistic Body of Christ upon the altar, 
and the Mystical Body of Christ, the Church.  These 
three actions of the Holy Spirit are closely related.  
God the Son became human by the power of God the 
Holy Spirit so that He could offer Himself in sacrifice 
to God the Father.  This offering became a reality for 
us on the altar in the Body and Blood of Our Lord, a 

reality brought about by the Holy Spirit 
so that through our sharing in the Eucha-
rist we may be brought together in unity 
in the Church, the Mystical Body of 
Christ. 
 Throughout the pages of history 
we read about a resourceful person who 
acts as “the power behind the throne.”  
More often than not this unseen and un-
heard but influential person behind the 
King is the Queen Herself.  Without any 
suggestion of policital-style intrigue, we 
can rightly say that God the Holy Spirit 
is the power behind God the Son.  This 

power behind the Christ is not, of course, that of mili-
tary weapons or economic sanctions.  It is the power 
of love.  During this week between the Ascension and 
Pentecost we are invited to pray for a renewed com-
ing of the Holy Spirit.  We prayerfully call upon the 
Holy Spirit to continue and fulfill the work He began 
in the womb of Mary so that through the Eucharist 
we may all become one body, one spirit in Christ.
