 Before Jesus the Christ ascended into heaven 
He went up on a mountain with His eleven apostles 
and gave them one last command.  “All power in 
heaven and on earth has been given to Me.  Go, 
therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of 
the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I 
have commanded you.  And behold, I am with you 
always, until the end of the age.”  We began our lives 
as Catholics when that last command of Our Lord 
was fulfilled in our regard.  This blessing of God, our 
Baptism, we renew every time we make the sign of 
the cross in the name of the Holy Trinity.  
“In the name of the Father, and of the 
Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.”  To-
day is Trinity Sunday.  Today we cele-
brate a great mystery of our Faith.  We 
have but one God.  His name is Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit. 
 Although we began our lives of 
faith in the light of the truth that God is 
three persons in one nature, it was not all 
that easy for the Old Testament Chosen 
People of God.  Only through a long dif-
ficult history did God lead His Chosen 
People to the important truth that we 
celebrate every year on this Sunday after 
Pentecost, the truth of the Trinity.  Abraham, our fa-
ther in faith, lived among people who worshipped 
many gods: a god of war, a god of fertility, a god of 
the tribe or the nation.  Some worshipped the sun, or 
the moon, or the stars.  To Abraham God the Father 
revealed Himself as the One True God, the only God, 
the God who created the earth, the sun, the moon, the 
stars, and the entire universe. 
 Moses, who lived centuries after Abraham, 
preached to his people about a truly Holy God, a 
mysterious and powerful God who had brought them 
out of Egypt and had formed them into His own spe-
cial people.  In fact, the first reading of this Trinity 
Sunday Mass is taken from the Book of Deuteron-
omy.  “Moses said to the people: Ask now of the days 
of old, before your time, ever since God created man 
upon the earth; ask from one end of the sky to the 
other: Did anything so great ever happen before? Was 
it even heard of?  Did a people ever hear the voice of 

God speaking from the midst of fire, as you did, and 
live?  Or did any god venture to go and take a nation 
for himself from the midst of another nation, by test-
ing, by signs and wonders, by war, with strong hand 
and outstretched arm, and by great terrors, all of 
which the Lord, your God, did for you in Egypt, be-
fore your very eyes?”  But how hard it was for the 
Chosen People to worship only one God.  Surprising 
to us modern Catholics is the fact that again and 
again the people fell into idolatry, worshipping multi-
ple false gods. The prophets repeatedly had to call the 
people back to the truth that there is but One True 

God. 
 Jesus gave us a new revela-
tion.  He proclaimed that God is 
His Father.  He spoke of Himself as 
equal to God.  He promised to send 
the Holy Spirit.  This revelation 
within the pages of the New Testa-
ment was not enough to formulate 
a doctrinal statement about the 
Trinity.  It is, after all, a real mys-
tery.  The Church Fathers taught us 
the truth of the Trinity at the first 
two ecumenical councils, Nicea in 
325 and Constantinople in 381.  
Inspired by these two councils Eu-

charistic Prayer II begins: “Lord, you are holy indeed, 
the fountain of all holiness.  Let Your Spirit come 
upon these gifts to make them holy, so that they may 
become for us the Body and Blood of Our Lord, Je-
sus Christ.” 
 Our prayer at Mass, in response to the doc-
trine of the Holy Trinity, is addressed to the Father 
through the Son in the unity of the Holy Spirit.  God 
the Son is our one Mediator and the Holy Spirit is our 
bond of unity.  Our faith is reflected in the conclusion 
of every eucharistic prayer when the priest, elevating 
the Body and Blood of Christ, says: “Through Him, 
with Him, and in Him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit 
all glory and honor is Yours, almighty Father, forever 
and ever.”  This is the way for all of us to pray, be-
cause it flows from our faith in the Blessed Trinity.

"God's second most important 
job is listening to prayers. An 
awful lot of this goes on, since 
some people, like preachers 
and things, pray at times be-
side bedtime. God doesn't 
have time to listen to the radio 
or TV because of this. Be-
cause he hears everything, 
there must be a terrible lot of 
noise in his ears, unless he 
has thought of a way to turn it 
off." 
 
"God sees everything and 
hears everything and is every-
where which keeps Him pretty 
busy. So you shouldn't go 
wasting his time by going over 
your mom and dad's head ask-
ing for something they said 
you couldn't have." 
 
"Atheists are people who don't 
believe in God. I don't think 
there are any in Chula Vista. At 
least there aren't any who 
come to our church." 

"Jesus is God's Son. He used 
to do all the hard work, like 
walking on water and perform-
ing miracles and trying to 
teach the people who didn't 
want to learn about God. They 
finally got tired of him preach-
ing to them and they crucified 
him. But he was good and 
kind, like his father, and he 
told his father that they didn't 
know what they were doing 
and to forgive them and God 
said O.K." 
 
"His dad (God) appreciated 
everything that he had done 
and all his hard work on earth 
so he told him he didn't have to 
go out on the road anymore. 
He could stay in heaven. So he 
did. And now he helps his dad 
out by listening to prayers and 
seeing things which are impor-
tant for God to take care of 
and which ones he can take 
care of himself without having 
to bother God. Like a secre-
tary, only more important." 
 
"You can pray anytime you 
want and they are sure to help 
you because they got it 
worked out so one of them is 
on duty all the time."  
 
"You should always go to 
church on Sunday because it 
makes God happy, and if 
there's anybody you want to 
make happy, it's God! 

Don't skip church to do some-
thing you think will be more 
fun like going to the beach. 
This is wrong. And besides the 
sun doesn't come out at the 
beach until noon anyway." 
 
"If you don't believe in God, 
besides being an atheist, you 
will be very lonely, because 
your parents can't go every-
where with you, like to camp, 
but God can. It is good to know 
He's around you when you're 
scared, in the dark or when 
you can't swim and you get 
thrown into real deep water by 
big kids." 
 
"But...you shouldn't just al-
ways think of what God can do 
for you. I figure God put me 
here and he can take me back 
anytime he pleases. 
 
And .. that's why I believe in
