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FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR

Do THIS IN MEMORY OF ME

Today is the Feast of Corpus Christi, the
Body and Blood of Our Lord and Savior, Jesus
Christ. In the Gospel of this Mass St. Mark described
how Jesus instituted the Sacrament of the Eucharist at
the Last Supper. “While they were eating, He took
bread, said the blessing, broke it, gave it to them, and
said: Take it; this is My Body. Then He took a cup,
gave thanks and gave it to them, and they all drank
from it. He said to them: This is My Blood of the
covenant, which will be shed for many. Amen, | say
to you, I shall not drink again the fruit of the vine un-
til the day when I drink it new in the Kingdom of
God.” Holy Thursday is a great
celebration for all of us.

Jesus the Christ wanted us
to remember and never forget all
that He would accomplish through
His death and resurrection, the
offering of Himself in worship of
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They must give themselves to each other to bring
about new life.

The Eucharist is a sacrament of life. Itis, to
be sure, the real presence of the Christ. Bread and
wine are really transformed into His Body and Blood.
It isn’t the kind of make-believe that we read about in
stories for children. Belief in the real presence is pre-
cisely what separates us Catholics from other Chris-
tians. Even so, the Eucharist is immensely more pro-
found than the presence of Jesus Christ, sacred and
precious though that presence is. The Eucharist is
dynamic. It is the offering of God the Son to God the
Father for the sake of our new
life in grace. It is the sacrament
of the death and resurrection of
the Son. Our understanding of
the Eucharist should move us to
want more than to be in the pres-
ence of the Blessed Sacrament.
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His Father. He instituted the Sac-
rament of His Body and Blood;

and He was so earnest about our
remembering Him that He gave

us, not a polite request, but a com-
mand. “Do this in memory of

Me.” Do What? Well, we are sup-
posed to offer His Body and ‘
Blood to His Father, the sacrament
of His death and resurrection. We are supposed to
offer Mass. The Holy Eucharist offered by Jesus at
the Last Supper looked forward to the days of the
Paschal Mystery of His death and resurrection.

When we fulfill the command of the Christ by cele-
brating the Eucharist, we look back to those same
days of the Paschal Mystery remembering the passion
and death of the Lord. The Eucharist is the reality of
the mystery we proclaim, that the Christ by dying has
destroyed our death and by rising has restored our
life.

The month of June begins the wedding season
here at St. James as it does in most parishes. The
bride and the groom, mostly but not always young
folks, appear to be very much in love. As newlyweds
they may sit for a long time without speaking. But if
husband and wife want a child, they must act. They
must embrace each other in a love that is fruitful.

It should motivate us to really
act in union with the Christ.
When Jesus spoke of re-
membering He was talking
about the context of the biblical
meaning of liturgical remem-
brance. To remember liturgi-
" cally is to make an action pre-
sent spiritually. Because by dy-
ing the Christ restored our life and by rising He re-
stored our life, it is a joy to remember and to make
present His sacrificial death and glorious resurrec-
tion. The Eucharist is celebrated, not primarily in
honor of Jesus, but above all in His memory. Itis the
worship we offer through, with, and in God the Son
to God the Father. As the Paschal Mystery was the
most significant act in the life of Jesus on this earth,
so our participating in the Holy Eucharist, the sacra-
ment of the Paschal Mystery, is the most significant
act of our lives as Catholics. Although the death and
resurrection of Our Lord occurred a long time ago,
we must never forget to remember. We need to keep
His command close to our hearts. “Do this in mem-
ory of Me.”

TIPS TO HELP YOU BE A BETTER FATHER

kids. Children grow up very fast. You need to be in their
lives from the start.

3. Educate your children on Catholicism and how
it has benefited you. Be a good role model by attending
Mass and acting as a good Christian person. Actions speak
greater than words.

4. Have a sense of humor. Life is too short to be seri-
ous all of the time. Laugh a lot. You're children will appre-
ciate this.

5. Love your children. Tell your children how much
you love and appreciate them. Your loving nature is bound
to encourage them to be loving themselves.

6. Practice Catholic traditions and practices at
home. The best way to learn something is by listening
and practicing. You can help educate your child of the
importance of being quiet during Mass by practicing it at
home.
